2. All ponies must be serviceable sound. In case of suspensedindness the judges may,
if they so desire, have the animal examined by the imet@n provided by the
Committee and his decision shall be final. No exhibitaymse a Veterinarian statement
to contradict the judge's decision. Entry fees will onlydiarned with Veterinarian
certificate prior to the start of the show minus aicefadministration fee of $25.00. Stall
fees with not be refunded.

3. The committee reserves the right to decline any emiyt@ return any entry fee and/or
stabling fee before or during the show without being lifdnleeompensation.

4. All attendants coming in charge of ponies will be subje¢hé order of the Rules
Committee and must have their ponies ready to ergesttbw ring at least a quarter of an
hour before the time for showing them.

5. Jumps or courses are subject to change at the distadtihe Committee.

6. NO person will be allowed in the show ring during timeetiof judging except the entry or
entries and those having duties to perform.

7. Exhibitors are notified that any act of discourtesy orlukshence to the judges or
officials, on the part of the owner, rider, or groommalsdisqualify the ponies and the
owner shall forfeit his entry fee and other fees.

8. The committee reserves to itself the power to prohibitpargon from attending or
showing a pony in the ring and to remove any groom or ponytiershow without
being liable for compensations.
